Weeklong boycott of Amazon, Whole Foods, Ring and Twitch 
Purpose:  To address the  impact on small businesses, treatment of workers and record profits
Consider canceling your memberships & shop at small businesses instead.
Avoid Prime Video, Whole Foods, Zappos, Twitch, Alexa, Audible, Ring and IMDb, all of which are owned by Amazon or a subsidiary.
This means unplugging Alexa devices, turning off Ring cameras and holding off on the third-season premiere of Wheel of Time.
